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CHAIRPERSON’S FOREWORD

This addendum report contains the Committee’s proceedings on the consideration and winnowing
of amendments from individual Members and consideration of submission from the Ministry of
Education to the Universities (Amendment) Bill, 2021 (National Assembly Bill No. 35).

The Universities (Amendment) Bill, 2021 (National Assembly Bill No. 35) sponsored by Hon.
(Dr.) Amos Kimunya, EGH, MP Leader of Majority Party was read a First Time on Wednesday
1* September, 2021 and committed to the Departmental Committee on Education and Research
for facilitation of public participation pursuant to Article 118 of the Constitution and reporting to
the House, pursuant to Standing Order 127(1).

The Second Reading of the Bill was concluded on 24" February, 2022 and the Bill is scheduled
for Committee of the whole House. After the Second Reading of the Bill, the Ministry of Education
and seven Honourable Members proposed further amendments to the Bill.

The Hon. Speaker directed that the proposed amendments be committed to the Committee on
Education and Research for harmonization before consideration at the Committee of the Whole
House, pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 131 (Winnowing). The outcome of
winnowing would inform the Speaker on how best to guide the House before the Bill is considered
at the Committee of whole House.

e External Assistance
External assistance is received through grants and loans from multilateral and bilateral
development partners.

Grants and loans shall be recognized in the books of accounts when cash is received. Cash is
considered as received when a payment advice is received by the recipient entity or by the
beneficiary.

These include Appropriation-in-Aid and relates to receipts such as proceeds from disposal of
assets and sale of tender documents. These are recognised in the financial statements the time
associated cash is received.

b) Recognition of payments
The Entity recognises all payments when the event occurs and the related cash has actually been
paid out by the Entity.

e Compensation of Employees
Salaries and wages, allowances, statutory contribution for employees are recognized in the period
when the compensation is paid.

e Use of Goods and Services
Goods and services are recognized as payments in the period when the goods/services are paid for.
Such expenses, if not paid during the period where goods/services are consumed, shall be
disclosed as pending bills.

e Interest on Borrowing
Borrowing costs that include interest are recognized as payment in the period in which they are
paid for.

¢ Repayment of Borrowing (Principal Amount)
The repayment of principal amount of borrowing is recognized as payment in the period in which
the repayment is made.

e Acquisition of Fixed Assets
The payment on acquisition of property plant and equipment items is not capitalized. The cost of
acquisition and proceeds from disposal of these items are treated as payments and receipts items
respectively. Where an asset is acquired in a non-exchange transaction for nil or nominal
consideration and the fair value of the asset can be reliably established, a contra transaction is
recorded as receipt and as a payment.
A fixed asset register is maintained by each public entity and a summary provided for
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purposes of consolidation. This summary is disclosed as an annexure to the financial statements.

5. In-kind contributions

In-kind contributions are donations that are made to the Entity in the form of actual goods and/or
services rather than in money or cash terms. These donations may include vehicles, equipment or
personnel services. Where the financial value received for in-kind contributions can be reliably
determined, the Entity includes such value in the statement of receipts and payments both as
receipts and as payments in equal and opposite amounts; otherwise, the contribution is not
recorded.

6. Third Party Payments

Included in the receipts and payments, are payments made on its behalf to third parties in form of
loans and grants. These payments do not constitute cash receipts and payments and are disclosed
in the payment to third parties in the statement of receipts and payments as proceeds from foreign
borrowings.

7. Cash and Cash Equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash on hand and cash at bank, short-term deposits on call and
highly liquid investments with an original maturity of three months or less, which are readily
convertible to known amounts of cash and are subject to insignificant risk of changes in value.
Bank account balances include amounts held at the Central Bank of Kenya and at various
commercial banks at the end of the financial year.

Restriction on Cash

Restricted cash represents amounts that are limited/ restricted from being used to settle a liability
for at least twelve months after the reporting period. This cash is limited for direct use as required
by stipulation.

Amounts maintained in deposit bank accounts are restricted for use in refunding third party
deposits. As at 30th June 2019, this amounted to Kshs 5,000 compared to Kshs 6,460,268 in prior
period as indicated on note 11.

There were no other restrictions on cash during the year.

8. Accounts Receivable

For the purposes of these financial statements, imprests and advances to authorised public officers
and/or institutions which were not surrendered or accounted for at the end of the financial year are
treated as receivables. This is in recognition of the government practice where the imprest
payments are recognized as payments when fully accounted for by the imprest or AIE holders.
This is an enhancement to the cash accounting policy. Other accounts receivables are disclosed in
the financial statements.

9. Accounts Payable

For the purposes of these financial statements, deposits and retentions held on behalf of third
parties have been recognized on an accrual basis (as accounts payables). This is in recognition of
the government practice of retaining a portion of contracted services and works pending fulfilment
of obligations by the contractor and to hold deposits on behalf of third parties. This is an
enhancement to the cash accounting policy adopted by National Government Ministries and
Agencies. Other liabilities including pending bills are disclosed in the financial statements.
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10. Pending Bills

Pending bills consist of unpaid liabilities at the end of the financial year arising from contracted
goods or services during the year or in past years. As pending bills do not involve the payment of
cash in the reporting period, they recorded as ‘memorandum’ or ‘off-balance’ items to provide a
sense of the overall net cash position of the Entity at the end of the year. When the pending bills
are finally settled, such payments are included in the Statement of Receipts and Payments in the
year in which the payments are made.

11. Budget

The budget is developed on a comparable accounting basis (cash basis except for imprest and
deposits, which are accounted for on an accrual basis), the same accounts classification basis, and
for the same period as the financial statements. The original budget was approved by Parliament
on June 2019 for the period 1% July 2018 to 30™ June 2019 as required by Law and there were two
supplementary adjustments to the original budget during the year.

A comparison of the actual performance against the comparable budget for the financial year
under review has been included in the financial statements.

Government Development Projects are budgeted for under the MDAs but receive budgeted funds
as transfers and account for them separately. These transfers are recognised as inter-entity
transfers.

12. Comparative Figures
Where necessary, comparative figures for the previous financial year have been amended or
reconfigured to conform to the required changes in presentation.

13. Subsequent Events
There have been no events subsequent to the financial year end with a significant impact on the
financial statements for the year ended 30™ June 2018.

14. Errors

Material prior period errors shall be corrected retrospectively in the first set of financial statements
authorized for issue after their discovery by: i. restating the comparative amounts for prior
period(s) presented in which the error occurred; or ii. If the error occurred before the earliest prior
period presented, restating the opening balances of assets, liabilities and net assets/equity for the
earliest prior period presented.

During the year, errors that have been corrected are disclosed under note 13 explaining the nature
and amounts.

15. Related Party Transactions

Related party relationships are a normal feature of commerce. Specific information with regards to
related party transactions is included in the disclosure notes.

Honourable Chairman and Honourable Members of the Departmental
Commiittee on Education and Research of the National Assembly:

Introduction

1. The Universities’ Academic Staff Union (UASU) highly welcomes and
appreciates the opportunity accorded by the National Assembly to make
comments on the on the proposed amendments to the Universities’ Act
2012.

2. The Universities (Amendment) Bill, 2021 (National Assembly Bill No.35),
seeks to amend various provisions of the Universities’ Act 2012 including
sections 23, 24, 26, 36, 39, 54, 55 and 58 and the Schedules thereto.

3. We reiterate and adopt our submissions of 28™ October 2021 and submit as

follows in regard to further amendments proposed after the Second Reading
of the Bill.

UASU Submission to Committee on Education and Research of National Assembly on the Proposed Amendments to
the Universities Act



Timing of Further Amendments
4. We are concerned by the nature, breadth, depth and legislative impact of
the proposed new amendments to the Bill emanating from outside of
Parliament after a Second Reading of the Bill.
The concerns stem from the following:
(i) As you are well aware, in Parliamentary Legislative Practice in

Kenya and the rest of the Commonwealth, the Standing Order
131 does not anticipate that new proposed amendments
originate {rom outside the House after the Second Reading.
Consequently, any such amendment should ideally be
disregarded and should not be moved by the Chairperson or
any member of this Honourable Committee in the Committee
of the Whole House.

(11) The nature of some of the proposed amendments such as proposed

(iii)

(iv)

merger or closure of public universities are very weighty
matters and should be accompanied by a policy discussing in
detail the rationale, possible impacts on the youth, students,
staff, counties and the nation.

Any policy proposing merger or closure of public universities
requires the report of a Task Force that has undertaken a
comprehensive  research ~ with  commensurate  public
participation all over the country before the matter is brought
before the House for consideration and legislation.

The legislative framework for creation of new public
universities is a towering legacy of the late Former President
HE Mwai Kibaki and should not be undone through a process
devoid of public participation or adequate scrutiny, as is
happening now during the busy electioneering period.

(v) The manner in which the new proposals are drafted, including the

exclamation marks that leave no room for opposition, appears
to be the diktat of the International Monetary Fund (IMF)
directing the august House on how to conduct its business.

5. UASU makes the following recommendations:

If enacted, the proposed amendments would have a significant impact on
the governance of public universities, and the Union accordingly requests
Parliament to take into account the recommendations detailed above.
